ADHD – Dexedrine, Adderal1, Ritalin, Concerta

Depression, bedwetting, obsessive-compulsive disorder – Prozac, Paxil, Elavil, Tofranil

Anti-psychotic medication and also for Tourette’s Syndrome – Thorazine, Mellaril, Haldol, Clozaril, Risperdal, Seroquel, Zyprexa

Mood swings, bipolar disorder – Lithium, Depakote, Tegretol, Lamictal

Seizure disorder, epilepsy – Depakote, Lamictal, Phenobarbitol
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
