Seeing that the contents of Subarea II are 42% of the exam, it is important

that you go back to the objectives on pages 11 through 15 in the 
NYSTCE Preparation Guide.  Using your textbook, class notes or this web 
site, prepare the answers for each objective.

Use the same procedure for Subarea I which is 27 % of the exam.  Use the 
Preparation Guide and prepare the areas on pages 7 through 10.

Use the same procedure for Subarea III which is 21% of the exam. Use 

pages 16 through 18 for study.

For Subarea IV, the written assignment and 10% of the exam, use the same
pages as Subarea II – pages 11 through 15.  This means that 52% of the 

exam is based on pages 11 through 15.
